Thread: 8/0 matcimgthe dubbingcolor.

Body: Goose Biot with color to match the insémt to fine the biots from Northern Geese
Tail: Artificial Tailing fibers.

Thorax: Super fineool orpoly dubbing with color matahgthe insect.

Wing: Mallard flank an@DC feathers.



Material needed to tie the fly.

Size and tie 4 or 6 tailing fibers on top of the hook.




Cut the excess and split the tail fibers.

Select the biot. Note the notch is to the rear of the fly.




Tie in the tip of the biot.

Wrap the biot evenlyforward and securetrim the excess material.
