Tying the Pyramid Lake Tadpole

It is time to start thinking about the big Cutthroat Trout in Pyramid Lake. This is my
go to fly for the large trout. It is a floating fly that is fished with a sinking line. Use a
short leader and attach a Wooly Worm fly as a trailer fly if you like. | usually fish a
single fly. Remember Pyramid Lake now requires barbless hooks. This is an excellent
barbless hook

Hook: TMC 2499SP-BL in sizes 6 through 10.

Thread: Ultra 140 black.

Tail: Black Premium Marabou, about 15 fibers from the side of the plume.
Body: Purple Estaz Chenille or a similar product.

Carapace: Foam, called Northern Lights.

Hook: TMC 2499SP-BL in sizes 6 through 10.

Thread: Nymo O0AO6 or White Ultra 140
Tail: White Premium Marabou, about 15 fibers from the side of the plume.
Body: Chart use Estaz Chenille or a similar product.

Carapace: Foam, called Wild- Wild Mother of Pearl



The Material used to make the fly. Pearl Foam, White Marabou and Chartreuse Extaz
are also used to make another color phase for this fly.

Cut the foam to the desired width. | like it about 2/3 of the hook shank.
