Hook: Mustad 3906 sizes 8 through 18

Thread: Black

Tail: Red Marabou fibers from the side of the plume

Reinforcing:  Fine gold colored brass wire

Body: Peacock herl

Hackle: Brown Partridge

Collar: Peacock herl

Weight: Black tungsten to match hook size and 13 turns of .015 lead wire



Place the proper size bead head and 13 anti-clockwise wraps of .015 lead wire.

Using tying thread, taper the body and coat with Flexament.




Tie the wire on the under and Marabou on the top of the hook shank.

Tie 4 strands of Peacock Herl on top of the hook shank and strengthen the herl with a
thread loop. Seek a class if you are unsure how to do this.




Wrap the body with the Peacock Herl leaving room for hackle and a collar. Pinch the
marabou off to size. Wrap the wire anti-clockwise and secure.

Tie in the tip of Brown Partridge and wrap hackle, pulling the fibers back.
